Dr. Chiang has published regularly on IP laws and internet policies, with a particular focus on the 

intersection of law and technology.

Dr. Larry Diamond is a senior fellow at the Hoover Institution and Mosbacher Senior Fellow in Global 

Democracy at Stanford’s Freeman Spogli Institute for International Studies.

Dr. Lauren Dickey is currently the Senior Manager, Geopolitical Intelligence and Integration at Harman 

International Industries.  She is also a Senior Associate (non-resident) at the Center for Strategic & 

International Studies (CSIS).  Previously, Lauren served from 2020-2024 as the senior advisor for Taiwan 

policy in the U.S. Department of Defense.  In this capacity, she led the development and implementation 

of all elements of the U.S.-Taiwan defense relationship for the Department and in partnership with the 

interagency.  Prior to her position in DoD, Lauren was a research scientist focused on Chinese military 

issues at the Center for Naval Analyses (CNA). Lauren holds a Ph.D. in War Studies from King's College 

London, an M.A. in International Studies and Diplomacy from the School of Oriental and African Studies, 

and a B.A. in Asian Studies and Chinese from the University of Oregon.

Dr. Elizabeth Economy is the Hargrove Senior Fellow at the Hoover Institution at Stanford University.

Adm. (Ret.) James O. Ellis Jr. is the Annenberg Distinguished Fellow at the Hoover Institution, where he 

also co-chairs the Global Policy and Strategy Initiative and the Project on Taiwan in the Indo-Pacific Region. 

With Larry Diamond and Orville Schell, he also leads the Hoover Institution–Asia Society Working Group 

on Semiconductors and the Security of the United States and Taiwan. As a carrier battle group 

commander, he led contingency response operations in the Taiwan Strait in 1996. He served as 

commander in chief, Allied Forces, Southern Europe, and led US and NATO forces in combat and 

humanitarian operations during the 1999 Kosovo crisis.

1988 to 2004, he was with the IBM T.J. Watson Research Center. From 2018 to 2020, he was on leave 

from Stanford and was the Vice President of Corporate Research at TSMC, the largest semiconductor 

foundry in the world, and since 2020 remains the Chief Scientist of TSMC in a consulting, advisory role. 

He is the founding Faculty Co-Director of the Stanford SystemX Alliance – an industrial affiliate program 

focused on building systems and the faculty director of the Stanford Nanofabrication Facility – a shared 

facility for device fabrication on the Stanford campus that serves academic, industrial, and governmental 

researchers across the U.S. and around the globe, sponsored in part by the National Science Foundation. 

He is the Principal Investigator of the Microelectronics Commons California-Pacific-Northwest AI

He is a member of the US Department of Commerce Industrial Advisory Committee on microelectronics. 

Dr. Tsung-Tsong Wu just completed his term as Minister without Portfolio and the Minister of the 

National Council of Science and Technology in Taiwan, where he oversaw the development of the Tsai 

administration’s technology policy. He first served in government from 2006-2008 as the deputy 

minister of the National Science Council, and later returned to the cabinet in 2016 as Minister of Science 

and Technology, and then in 2022 assumed the leadership of the renamed National Science and 

Technology Council.
